CTAF: 122.8, Pattern Altitude: 1200 MSL, Left traffic Rnwy 18, Right traffic Rnwy 36. 

Driving Directions to Conner’s Hangar: 
From Little Rock: Take I40 east to exit 169, Remington exit (approx. 15 miles from McCain Mall).  After exiting, turn 
left (North) at the exit stop sign.  Travel approx. ¼ mile, (Note the pond to the left and the Baptist Church directly 
ahead.  Turn to the left (actually straight and to the left of the church) before entering the sweeping right hand 
curve.  Turn left at Carson Bridge Rd (West at the “T” intersection).  Travel approx. ½ mile and turn right (North) 
onto Lingo Rd.  Travel approx. 8/10 mile and turn onto 92

nd
 West and follow it to the end just before Kitty Hawk 

Lane. Lee’s hangar is on the corner of 92
nd

 West and Kitty Hawk Lane.

Bolts have several sections and come in many different lengths and sizes.  They are 
called out by letters and numbers to know what you need.  “AN” stands for 
Army/Navy, while it is being replaced by “MS” (military spec) the AN are most

indicates the diameter of the bolt shank in six-tenths of an inch.  An AN4 bolt is 
4/16ths or 1/4 ςinch in diameter.  The number after the dash indicates the total

than 1 inch long.  In this case, the 12 indicates 1 inch plus 2/8ths, or a total of 1 and

The “grip” of the bolt (part of shank that is unthreaded) is at least as long as the hole, but if not 
exact it can be longer with the extra being taken up by washers (up to 3 maximum).  “A normal 
bolt installation would include the bolt, one washer, and the nut.  With drilled bolt, usa a self-
locking nut.  The washer should go under the nut, as it is there to protect the base material from 
ŀōǊŀǎƛƻƴ ǿƘŜƴ ǘƘŜ ƴǳǘ ƛǎ ǘƻǊǉǳŜŘέ (always torque by the nut rather than the bolt for accuracy 
and to avoid wear).  When torque is on the bolt head then put washer under the head.
